I am writing this on my way from China to Korea after finishing the mission. I am writing 

this in the sky.  

 

If we consider the situation of the peninsula, it was very meaningful visit to China. I spent 

5 days in Japan, 2 days in Korea and 6 days in China. As I was comparing the political 

situations and church situations in those countries, I took time to see it through the per-

spective of God's kingdom.  

 

Especially visit to Japan Martyr pilgrimage was a shocking and challenging time. Francis-

co Xavier of Spain, known as another Apostle Paul came to Japan in 1549. That makes 

the Christian History of Japan for 500 years. Missionary Xavier is also known as the first 

missionary to Asia and I was able to visit the mission field of Xavier.  

 

After Missionary Xavier, God allowed revivals in the barren land of Japan so one time, 

over 70,000 Catholics were there around the city that Priest Xavier ministered.  

 

However Toyotomi Hideyoshi of Japan who started Imjin War against Korea in 1578 

banned Christianity and stared to kick out missionaries and persecutions on Christians. In 

1614, Tokugawa Ieyasu continued the ban and started persecutions and executions on 

Christians centering around Nagasaki. Nagasaki is also known as the city that the atomic 

bomb was targeted. In those areas, there are martyrdom pilgrimages along with those 

painful memories.  

 

The group prayed for the places as we witness the places of history where many martyrs 

shed their blood and we pray that people will no longer worship 7 million evil spirits and 

return to God. Since there were 20 pastors from Korea and 10 from US, we were able to 

discuss and share about the political situations of Korea and churches.  

 

On the weekend, I stopped by Korea to preach at Global Mission Church and also discuss 

the situations of Korea with the pastors at the church.  

 

On Monday, I flew to China but it was burdening for me since there were many things 

were happening in China. I heard that Chinese government were religiously persecuting 

people and also limiting on their ministries. I visited many different cities and met with 

the local church leaders and heard their challenges and visions and it was very fruitful 

time.  

 

Chinese church pastors were still grateful for the supports and prayers from the pastor 

Emeritus and the members of TFBC. I met with over 40 different pastors in 10 different 

locations but my fatigues disappeared as I heard each of their testimonies.  

 

It was another experience of realizing how much god loves all nations and wants the name 

of Jesus be proclaimed among all nations and people. I will be doing the mission report 

this wed during the KM service. There are many stories to share. Please join me on wed 

since it will not be recorded  due to the security purpose.  

 

Once again, I thank you for your love filled prayers and financial supports. I will see you 

soon.
