Harvard Business Review 2011 October Edition had an article, Spotlight on 

talents. It was about companies going to battle of searching for better HR. The 

global study group asked to the leading companies if they had acquired enough 

2nd generations of leaders.  

 

Companies in North America and Asia replied with 15% ready and European 

companies answered with 30% ready. This lacking of talents will continue for 

the next 20 years. The reason for the lacking of Global leaders is because it 

cost a huge amount of money to raise just one leader. 

 

Today, the society is filled with completion unlike the past we had. There are 

more young adults who can be educated but many companies say that it is hard 

to find true leaders to lead the companies.  

 

The church in the book of Acts was a mega church with more than 10,000 

members. It was more of a cell group church. There were 12 pastors but they 

were in need of lay leaders who can serve in mercy and support ministries. So 

they elected 7 deacons.  

 

TFBC prayed and searched and after going thru different meetings and voting, 

4 were elected and are in training. They will go thru the interview process from 

Northwest Baptist Association and be tested. If they are approved they will be 

ordained on September 18.  

 

We are also planning a pastor ordination. It is Pastor Jake Ahn who has been 

serving in the areas of Administration, English Young Adults and Youth minis-

try. He studied in 3 different seminaries for 12 years and served in more than 4 

churches in the same areas of ministries and he is a great pastor. In the last year, 

Ordained Deacon board and pastoral staff have recommended him and in June, 

Deacon Board has approved as well. Today, I ask that the whole church will 

approve of His ordination with joy as he has been serving TFBC whole heart-

edly.  

 

September 18 will be a day that we ordained 5 leaders officially. Also on 

Thanksgiving Sunday Joint service, we will have a retirement ceremony for 

some of the ordained deacons who have served TFBC. As we are moving from 

40th anniversary to 41st year of TFBC, I ask you will encourage all the new 

leaders as well as the leaders who have been serving.  

 

Please remember this. The world might invest money to raise leaders but the 

early church elected leaders through genuine prayers and fasting. Until the day 

of ordination, the church need to take responsibility to pray for the new leaders 

even after they are ordained. The church that belongs to God is built on prayers 

and word of God. Hallelujah!
