Different 

Soloists will be coming in from different states.  

 

In that sense, The Messiah concert has become a community event that all 

community members participate and join and not just TFBC. I hope for more 

involvement from the community and will connect the community and 

churches to one another. I hope that through different churches and various 

ethnic groups, all will be able to glorify Christ through the Messiah.  

 

One suggestion is that because we are getting ready for Messiah for September, 

we should not stop focusing on Sunday choir as well. It is not easy to focus on 

both. Our choir is not just for Messiah but every Sunday where the choir gives 

glory to God thru blessing music and blesses members. TFBC choir is a choir 

who performs Messiah every Sunday. Before being a  member of the choir, 

everyone is a member of TFBC and that means all need to come as worship-

pers before the throne of God to worship Him.  

 

To all who serve for Messiah thru food, parking lot, media and different depart-

ment, I thank you. I give special thanks to all choir members who came this far 

in serving God thru the music ministry. All of us are the heavenly choir who 

worship Messiah.
